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TIC TAC TOE GAME

You will need:
- Cardboard. Try to reuse an empty cereal container, 
- shoe boxes or any cardboard box you can recycle.
- Tic tac toe template (bellow)
- Coloured pencils, markers
- Scissors, Tape and/or glue
- Optional: bottle caps or lids

How to do it?
- Cut out a square from a piece of cardboard and draw 4 lines like the image 1. 

You can also cut out the image 1 and glue it onto cardboard 
- Cut out the Wolols’ pictures
- Glue the Wolols pictures onto cardboard (more durable) 
- or on top of caps (they will last longer this way)

•The game is played on a grid that is 3 squares by 3 squares
•You are Wrongy Wolol and your friend Woody Wolol
•The first player to get 3 of her/his Wolols in a row (up, down, across, or 
diagonally) is the winner
•When all 9 squares are full, the game is over and you can start again

The winner is Woody has 3 in a row diagonally

The winner is Woody has 3 in a row horizontally

The winner is Wrongy has 3 in a row vertically
